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Title I – Panathlon International Organisation

Article 1 – Use of the Logo

1.  The logo, as reported in art. 1.2. of the Statute, must be in compliance with the drawing, colours and proportions established for the official logo and approved by the International Board, at its meeting of 1st November 1999.
All non international bodies can use the logo exclusively with the additions identified by the national body, outside the double circle. The logo cannot be used for personal or commercial purposes.

Article 2 - Formation of a Club

1. For a Club to be formed it must have at least twelve persons representing different disciplines out of those reported in annex 1 to these  Regulations.

2. A proposal is written down by the promoters or by another Club and submitted to the competent Area Governor in the cases stated in art.19 of the Statutes or to the District President in the other cases, supported by the candidates’ curricula and by the name of the new club, containing a distinguishing geographical place-name identifying the area.

3. The competent Area Governor and/or the District President verify fulfilment of the conditions laid down in paragraphs 1 and 2 of this article and, within thirty days, pass the application, together with their joint, motivated opinions, to the General Secretariat, with the interim authorisation to open the Club.  

4. The representative of the Promoters or of the promoting Club, after calling a special meeting of founding members to appoint the President and the Secretary of the new Club, organises a solemn meeting to officially set up the Club. The Presidents of all other Clubs from the same Area and/or District, must also be invited to this meeting, attended by all Promoters and chaired by  the Governor or District President. During the course of the meeting the competent Area Governor and/or District President gives to the Promoters, who thus become Founder Members, the badge, P.I. Statute and Regulations as well as any other document on Panathlon deemed useful; the Area Governor and/or District President underwrites the formation of the club and hands it to the new President.
5.  The newly formed Club sends to the General Secretariat a report on the meeting and the deed of incorporation; the General Secretariat will register the new Club in the general list. The new Club shall adopt its own Statute within three months from the constitutive meeting.

6 The Secretary General, verifies completeness of received documents, passes them to the International President who, authorises in writing the formation of the Club, and notifies the competent Area Governor and/or the District President.
7. The new Clubs shall not pay the fees for the calendar year in which it was formed. 
8. Should a Club, for a justified reason, wish to replace or change its name, after the Governor’s and/or District President’s approval, the Club shall file a request to the General Secretariat, and the latter shall submit it to the international Board  to be ratified. 

Article 3 - Club Statute 

1. Every Club is governed by its own Constitution, the basic principles of which must, as regards aims, regulations and the rights and duties of the members, be consistent with the Constitution of P. I. The Constitution is executed by the President’s Committee 

2. The Club Constitution must provide for the following bodies:

a) the Members' Assembly;

b) the Club President;

c) the Managing Committee;

The Constitution defines the procedures for summoning the Assembly and the necessary conditions for the latter to be validly held, the procedures for voting and electing the various Bodies, and procedures for changing the Constitution and dissolving the Club.

3. The Club Constitution unequivocally defines the Club area according to the local administrative provisions in force.

4. The term of office for Club President is two years and can be renewed for another two years
5.  Renewal of offices must take place by no later than the month of January and the newly elected Bodies take office from the following 1st February. 

6.  The adoption of the Statute and related changes are resolved upon by the Club Extraordinary Assembly, according to the procedures provided for in art. 11 of these Regulations.

Article 4 - Rights and Duties of a Club

1.  In compliance with the provisions of P.I. Constitution and with these Regulations, Clubs have the right to:

a) take part in General Assemblies and in the Assemblies of their respective Districts and Areas;

b) take part in International, District and Area Congresses at the conditions set by the organising committee;

c) organise events, conferences, debates and any other initiative which falls within the constitutional aims.

2. In compliance with the obligations stated in art. 3.4 lett. c) of P. I. Statute, Clubs must pay the annual fee for P.I. membership, as established. Payment shall be made for the number of registered members on 31 December of the previous year and shall be in two instalments of the same amount, one to be paid by 28 February and the other by 31st July of each year.

3. Similarly, clubs have to pay district fees in compliance with the provisions of art. 17.2 of the Statute and Area fees in compliance with art. 19.5 of the Statute.
4. Clubs who do not pay their annual membership fee, have no right to vote in the Assemblies and may be subject to other sanctions, provided for in these Regulations,  in cases of persistent arrears.

Article 5 - Club Members

1. Club Members must possess the prerequisites laid down in article 4 of P.I. Statute, representing the sports categories provided for in annex 1 of these Regulations.
2. The list of categories mentioned above is established and updated by the International Board which can also assent to widely followed sports being divided into subcategories.
3. Proposals for admission must be presented to the Managing Committee by at least two Members of the Club, of which at least one member must be the guarantor, and must be supported by the applicant’s complete  curriculum vitae.

4. The Club’s Managing Committee establishes a permanent commission, formed by at least three Members, who are not members of the Managing Committee, with the task to carry out a preliminary investigation on the admission of the applicant Member to the Club. This commission shall last as long as the Managing Committee and is renewable.

5. The commission refers to the Managing Committee the results of the preliminary investigation, together with its opinion on admission; the Managing Committee decides by unanimous votes of participants.

6. In compliance with art. 4.3 of the Statute, the new Member must accept P.I. principles, aims and commitments and is admitted to the Club with a solemn ceremony.

Article 6 – Honorary Offices in Clubs

1. Clubs can appoint an honorary President, chosen from among the Club’s Past-Presidents and Honorary members and prestigious personalities who are not Club members. Their appointment is decided by the Assembly of Club Members, upon proposal of the Managing Committee. 
2. The annual P.I. membership fee for the honorary President and honorary Members is paid by the Club.

Article 7 - Exceptions and Incentives

1. Clubs can ask the competent bodies to exempt them from payment of the annual membership fee to P.I., for  members above 82 years and for those who have been members for at least 20 years.

2. A Club Member - up to date with the payment of yearly membership fees -  who moves his residence or domicile to a new area, and is accepted by the local Club of competence, maintains the years of service already accrued in the previous Club. 
3.  Clubs who wish to form Junior Panathlon Clubs (PJ), in compliance with art. 3.5 of the Statute, shall conform to the specific Regulations (annex 2) 

Article 8 – Impediments and Resignation

1 Impediments.

1.1 A Member who for personal reasons is temporarily unable to take part in Club activities, may ask the President to be exempted for a period up to 1 year, renewable up to a maximum totalling 2 years.

1.2 The President, after hearing the Managing Committee, exempts this Member from any activity and from any financial burden due to the Club, except for the international membership fee. At the end of the maximum period of impediment (2 years), the Member automatically resumes his status of Club member. 

2 Resignation.  

2.1 The member who wishes to resign, shall submit his letter of resignation to the Club President, briefly motivating it. The resignation enters into full force and effect as from 30th December following the date on which it was accepted by the Managing Committee. The member shall pay the membership fee up to the end of the year of competence. 

2.2 A Member who wishes to return to the Club shall file a written application to the President, asking to be readmitted. The Managing Committee, after verifying that since the former member’s resignation no impediments have occurred, readmits the member to the Club, who shall maintain the accrued seniority.
Title II –Panathlon International Assemblies 

Article 9 – General Assemblies 

1. The General Assembly, as referred to in article 8 of the Constitution, and convened by the International Board, can be either ordinary or extraordinary.

2. The International Board appoints the Commission for the verification of credentials, comprising three full members and two added members, to check the legitimation of the voters, the validity of proxies and admission to voting. The Commission issues an admission-to-voting card.

3. The Assembly is chaired by P.I. President except at elective sessions in which he is a candidate for an office. In this case, at the opening of the session, the Assembly will appoint, by show of hands and by simple majority, a Chairman chosen from among those who are not candidates.

4. With the same procedure, the Assembly also appoints from among its members and from among the non-candidates in the case of elective sessions:

a) a Vice-Chairman and a Secretary;

b) an election Commission of five members who will check the validity of the votes expressed and the electoral results.

5. Only Clubs which are up to date with the payment of all P. I. membership fees have the right to vote. Only Clubs that have fulfilled their financial obligations referred to in art. 4 of these Regulations, i.e. Clubs  up to date with the payment of all membership fees for the number of members registered on 31st December. 

6. Every Club can express a maximum of preferences for each continental area or district in compliance with art.9 of the Statute on representation criteria, under penalty of nullity of the voting paper.

7. Every Club is represented at the General Assembly by its President or by a delegate appointed by the Managing Committee of the Club. Where the President is unable to attend, he delegates a member of the Committee or, in exceptional cases, 1 club Member, to represent the Club, if they are present.
8. A Club can delegate another Club. Proxies are allowed with the following limitations:

a) 
only one proxy for Clubs with headquarters in the State where the Assembly is held;

b)  
up to a maximum of five proxies for Clubs with headquarters in a different State, but in the same continent;

c)
up to a maximum of ten proxies for Clubs with headquarters in a different Continent.

Article 10 – Ordinary Assembly

1. The Ordinary Assembly is convened within the first six months of every two-year period, with notice containing the agenda and the reports and documents referred in the items of the agenda, forwarded to Clubs at least 30 days prior to the Assembly, also by electronic means. The Assembly resolves upon the following issues: 

a) the moral, organisational, economic- financial and patrimonial reports for the two previous years and the budget for the next two years;
b) the report by the Auditors’ Committee (A.C.);
c) the motivated proposal of the International Board for the membership fees for the two years following the year in progress; 
d) the election of international offices, when provided for in the statute; 
e) issues proposed by the International Board or by at least 10% of clubs; 
f) procedural provisions of elective assemblies. 
Article 11 – Extraordinary Assembly

1. The Extraordinary Assembly can be convened at any time, also upon request of 20% of Clubs, up to date with the payment of membership fees, with notice containing the agenda and the related documents, forwarded at least 30 days prior to the Assembly, subject to the special conditions provided for in these Regulations. 

The Extraordinary Assembly resolves upon: 

a) changes in the Statute; 

b) renewal of the International Board should more than half of the positions of its elected members become vacant; 

c) initiatives that are either urgent, serious or of particular interest;

d) dissolution of P.I.

2. The assembly can be held in second call, also on the same day fixed for the first call, provided it is at least two hours after the time fixed for the first call, in compliance with the local law. 

3. The ordinary or Extraordinary Assembly - called to resolve upon any issue, except for those referred to in point 1 letters a) and d) of this article – is validly held: 

a) in first call, when at least half plus one of its Clubs are present;

b) in second call, irrespective of the number of Clubs that are present. 

The Assembly decides with a majority of the validly expressed votes. 

4. The Extraordinary Assembly, called to resolve upon changes in the Statute, is validly held:

a) in first call, when at least half plus one of its Clubs are present;

b) in second call, when at least one third of its Clubs are present. 

The Assembly decides with a majority of at least two thirds of the validly expressed votes.

5.  The Extraordinary Assembly, called to decide on the dissolution of Panathlon International is validly held, both in first and second call, when at least two thirds of its Clubs are present. The Assembly decides with a majority of two thirds of the validly expressed votes.
Title III – Official Posts

Article 12 - Prerequisites 

1. The candidate for the office of P.I. President must have held office as a member of the International Board or as District President or as Area Governor, or as Club President and must have been a member of Panathlon for at least eight years.

2. The candidate for the office of International Board member or District President must have held office as Club President and must have been a member of Panathlon for at least five years, for International Board member, and for three years for District President.

3. Both full and added members of the Auditors’ Committee (A.C.) and of the Constitution Board (C.B.) are elected from among panathletes, and must have been members of Panathlon for at least eight years.

Article 13 – Incompatibility
1. There is incompatibility between every international and national office within P.I. except for the offices of International Board member and Treasurer.
2. In case of incompatibility, the person concerned must opt within ten days for one of the posts involved, stating his choice in writing and forwarding or presenting it within the said term to the body to which the office previously held pertains and in copy to the General Secretariat. If this decision is not made, when the new office is taken up, the previously held office will automatically become vacant. The President's Committee will give notice of forfeiture.
Article 14 - Terms of Mandates – Renewal

1. The term for the office of: 

a) International President, International Board member and A.C. and C.B. members is four years. Only one re-election is allowed. A.C. and C.B. members, at the end of their mandate, can no longer run for P.I. managerial offices, for the next four years, only one re-election is allowed. 

b) District President is four years and is not renewable in the Districts where there are several Areas. In all other cases the District president can only be re-elected for one term.

c) Area Governor is four years and is not renewable. Any turnover in office, during this period, just like the creation of a new Area, does not postpone the expiry date of such term, but re-election is allowed. 

2. The election of all members in International Bodies must be concluded by the month of June of each period. 

The election of National Bodies shall take place as follows:

a) Club President by 31st January;
b) Area Governor by the end of February;
c) District President by 31st March.
Article 15 - Vacancies and Substitution

1. Should the office of International President remain vacant, for any reason whatsoever, the Vice-President will temporarily take on the functions of this office. 
2. Should the places of one or more International Board members, up to two elected members, become vacant during the four-year period, the International Board will provide for their substitution, in the order of voting preference of the candidates not elected, if any.

Title IV –International Bodies

Article 16 - P.I. International Board

1. P.I. International Board carries out all the functions as stated in art. 11 of the Statute. The Board also:  

a) convenes P.I. Ordinary and Extraordinary Assemblies and Congress;

b) provides substitute International Board members within the limits of its authority;

c) assigns specific delegations to International Board members;

d) may appoint advisors if specific professional competence is required;

e) draws up and updates the list of sports categories and authorises division into subcategories for sports with a wide following;

f) resolves upon the formation of national Districts, where the conditions provided for in art. 17.1 of the Statute are met;

g) defines P.I. themes and actions and ensures harmony and co-ordination of initiatives at all levels;

h) authorises the International President to settle and transact any pending suit.

Article 17 – International Board Members – Tasks 

1. International Board Members enforce the directives fixed by the International President, by the International Board and those falling within the competence of the President’s Committee:

a) 
they achieve the objectives related to the expansion, organisation and communication for the development and promotion of Panathlon’s ideals, with due respect for the competent bodies;

b) 
they attain the above objectives, in relation to the received delegations;

c) 
considering the international nature of this Movement, they formulate rules and directives of the International Board, aimed at encouraging and motivating the activity of Clubs, Areas and Districts, while respecting their autonomy, the local prerogatives and specificities of the area in which they operate;

d) 
they represent P.I. in all institutional events (assemblies, conferences, congresses, celebrative meetings etc.) the International President delegates them to attend;

e) 
they participate, if invited, in events held and organised by other peripheral organisations or bodies, while ensuring timely communication through the General Secretariat, the competent District President and/or Governor in that area;

f) 
they favour training and updating of District, Area and Club middle managers; 

g) 
they promote, on behalf of the International Board, current topics on sport, supported by proposals and suggestions highlighting and preserving the ideals of solidarity, friendship, mutual respect, through shared, collaborative initiatives, in particular on such topics as disabilities, fair-play and ethics.

Article 18 - President’s Committee

1. P.I. President’s Committee is formed according to the rules laid down in art. 12.1 of the Statute. The President’s Committee performs the following ordinary administrative functions: 

a) 
passes urgent resolutions to be ratified by the International Board;

b) 
indicates the specific guidelines of this association in relation to Districts, Areas and Clubs according to the general principles fixed by the International Board; 

c)  
draws up a preliminary programme on topics falling within the competence of the International Board; 

d)  
decides on the organisation of General Assemblies and International Congresses to be held;

e)  
decides on the criteria to be used for authorising and refunding administrators and staff travel and transfer expenses;

f)  
approves and enforces District and Area Regulations and Club Statutes drawn up in the guidelines issued by the International Board;
g)  
takes measures in case of default or infringement by a National Body;
h)  
fixes internal procedures and the staff organisation of the General Secretariat; 

i)  
ensures compliance with the Statute and the Regulations; 

j) its resolutions are validly passed in the presence of at least two of its members;

k) ensures observance of rules on privacy and security.

2) In case a Member of the President’s Committee is unable to attend, the President shall appoint an International Board Member to replace such Member at the Committee meeting with voting right.

Article 19 – International President

1. The International President is the legal representative of P. I. and exercises all the functions stated in art. 10 of the Statute, according to the guidelines laid down in these Regulations.

2. In this capacity, the International President represents P.I. before States, Public Administrations and the media and before Local Authorities, the specific local competence of District Presidents,  Area Governors and Club Presidents remaining unaffected.

3. The International President also:

a) convenes the General Assembly in observance of the resolutions passed by the President’s Committee and presides over it , except in the case of elective sessions in which he is a candidate for an office ;

b) calls, convenes and presides over, either personally or through his Delegate, the meetings of the District Presidents' Board;

c) submits to the International Board a nomination for the Secretary General;

d) submits to the International Board a nomination for Treasurer;

e) submits to the International Board a nomination for the Head of Communication;

f) assumes substitutive powers in compliance with art. 32 of these Regulations;

g) in case of the Area Governor or District President’s severe, unjustified default of the duties set by the Statute for these offices, the International President warns them in writing to fulfil their obligations within 30 days.

4. The President can invite the Chairman of the Constitution Board (C.B.), or a member he may delegate, to attend the meetings of the President’s Committee and of the International Board, when the topics being discussed fall within the competence of  this Body. The President can also invite sports personalities and/or experts needed for more detailed information on the items of the agenda. 

Article 20 – International Vice President

1. The International Board elects among its Members the Vice President, in compliance with art. 11.2 of the Statute.

2. The Vice President acts as substitute for the International President when the latter is absent or unable to attend. The Vice President takes on the functions, as laid down in art. 15 of these Regulations.

Article 21 – Districts’ Presidents’ Board

1. The Districts’ Presidents’ Board is a consultative body actively taking part in Panathlon’s activities. It expresses its opinion on all problems concerning Panathlon at national and international level.

2. The International Board and the Presidents’ Committee shall necessarily take into consideration the opinion expressed by the Districts’ Presidents’ Board, when drafting their resolutions and decisions, but such opinion shall not be binding for decisions. 

Article 22 - Auditors’ Committee (A.C.)

1. The members of the Auditors’ Committee are elected in a single, specific election. The first three candidates with the highest number of votes will be full members, and the next two in line will be added members.

The Committee’s constitutive meeting is convened by the General Secretariat and the first item on the agenda is the election of the Committee’s Chairman. 

2. In case of a vacancy or inability to attend of one or more full members for more than two consecutive meetings, the added members enter automatically in the order of the number of votes received in the elections.

The substitution, in compliance with art. 14 of the Statute, is declared by the Committee Chairman, or by whoever is standing in for him, at the first meeting following  the occurrence of this event and has immediate effect.

3. In carrying out its functions, the Committee has the right of access to the accounting records and books of Panathlon International and in particular

a) periodically checks and superintends the economic, financial and patrimonial management;

b) sends a report to the International Board on the Budget and related changes and on the Balance Sheet;

c) draws up the annual and biennial report supporting the accounts to be submitted to the Assembly for approval;

d) convenes PI Elective Assembly, should the office of International President and of the majority of his Committee members remain vacant. 

4. The Committee, when so requested by the International Bodies, besides acting as consultant, can also make observations within its field of competence.
5. The headquarters of the Committee are at P.I. General Secretariat.

Article 23 - Constitution and Arbitration Board (C.A.B.)

1. The members of the Constitution and Arbitration Board are elected in a single, specific election. The first three candidates with the highest number of votes will be full members, and the next two in line will be added members.

The Board’s constitutive meeting is convened by the General Secretariat and the first item on the Agenda is the election of the Board Chairman.  

2. The subsequent Board meetings may take place telematically or via teleconferencing.

3. In the case of impediment or inability to attend of one or more full members for more than two consecutive meetings, the added members enter automatically in the order of number of votes received in the elections, in compliance with art. 15 of the Statute.

The substitution is declared by the Board Chairman, or by whoever is standing in for him, at the first meeting following  the occurrence of the event and has immediate effect

4. The International  Board can invite to its meetings the Chairman of the Constitution and Arbitration Board (CAB) when the topics being discussed fall within the competence of  the CAB.

5. The headquarters of the Board are at P.I. General Secretariat.

Article 24 - Honorary Members of Panathlon International

1. The International Board, with a majority of at least two thirds of its members, submits to the General Assembly the nomination of P.I. Honorary Members. The ordinary assembly resolves upon their nomination with a majority of votes.

Title V – National Bodies

Article 25 - P.I. Districts

1. Districts are formed in compliance with art. 17 of the Statute.  In particular, they are divided into: 

a) 
National Districts; 

b) 
National Districts formed by more than one Area (see art. 19 of the Statute);

c) 
Supranational District grouping Clubs from Countries with only one Club;

2. The International Board resolves upon the formation of National Districts.

3. District activities referred to under paragraph 1, letters b) and c) of this article are governed by the Regulations approved by the District Assembly, with an absolute majority vote. They are enforced by the President's Committee, after verifying their compliance with the guidelines fixed by the International Board.

Subsequent resolutions concerning adjustments or changes are enforced by the President’s Committee.

Article 26 – District Presidents  

1. District Presidents perform the functions established in art. 18 of the Statute, ensuring the programmatic and operative co-ordination of the Clubs or Areas in the territory under their jurisdiction and the links between the latter and the International Board, the President's Committee, the International President and the General Secretariat.

2. Candidates for the office of District President must satisfy the prerequisites laid down in art. 12.2 of these Regulations.

3. The District President’s mandate starts on 1st April of the first year of appointment. The President must be elected during the District Assembly, to be held in due time, even if there are no candidates. Voting rights are limited to Club Presidents, or their delegates, to Area Governors of the Districts where Areas are formed, up to date with payment of P.I. membership fees, as certified by the General Secretariat,.

4. The candidate with the highest number of votes is proclaimed District President. 

5. The Chairman of the Elective Assembly shall notify election results to the General Secretariat within ten days.

Article 27 – Areas 
1. Areas are formed according to the provisions laid down in art. 19 of the Statute.  

2. Similarly to the provisions set forth in art. 25.3 of these Regulations for Districts, Areas too must have their own Regulations.

Article 28 – Area Governors
1. Area Governors perform the functions established in art. 20 of the Statute.  

2. Candidates for the office of Governor must satisfy the prerequisites laid down in articles 12 and 13 of these Regulations.

3. The Area Governor’s mandate starts on 1st March of the first year  of appointment. The Governor must be elected during the Area Assembly, to be held in due time, even if there are no candidates. Voting rights are limited to Club Presidents of that Area, or their delegates, up to date with the payment of all P.I. membership fees, as certified by the General Secretariat. 

4. The candidate with the highest number of votes is proclaimed Area Governor. More specific rules can be provided in the Area Regulations, if adopted. 

5. The Chairman of the Elective Assembly shall notify the election results to the General Secretariat and to the District President within ten days.

Article 29 – Functions of District Presidents and Area Governors
1. The functions are the same and on equal basis within local territories.

2. Functions:

a) 
they convene and chair District and Area Assemblies and send the related minutes to the General Secretariat;

b) they organise and preside over Congresses and send the proceedings and final resolutions to the General Secretariat

c) they guide and support Areas and Clubs through periodic visits and meetings with Managing Committees;

d) 
they organise and co-ordinate common actions for Areas and Clubs;

e) 
they annually draw up a report on the activities of the Areas and Clubs, to be sent to the General Secretariat;

f) 
they organise, in their territory of competence, at least every two years, training and updating seminars for Club  Presidents, Secretaries and Treasurers;

g) 
they submit to their assemblies the moral, economic, financial and patrimonial reports and the programme of the yearly, local activities and send copy to the General Secretariat;

h) 
they promptly take action in case of Club or Area omissions, or actions or behaviour not complying with  constitutional duties, by notifying the General Secretariat;

i)  they check that the Club statutory, administrative and prescribed obligations are fulfilled, to advise the International Bodies to take the necessary measures.  

3. In case of resignations: 

a) 
the District President immediately notifies in writing its Clubs, if there are no Areas, or its local Area Governors and the General Secretariat, and calls within 15 days an Extraordinary Assembly of this District to take the necessary measures;

b) 
the Area Governor immediately notifies in writing his Area Clubs and the General Secretariat, and calls within 30 days an Extraordinary Assembly of this Area to take the necessary measures.

4. Should the Area Governor or the District President, despite the invitation by the International President in compliance with art. 19.3 of the Regulations, not fulfil his obligations within the fixed deadline, the President’s Committee, based on the International President’s report, declares him forfeited, and notifies the Area Clubs and the Governors forming the District Committee, and calls the Area or District Assembly to appoint a new Governor or District President.

Article 30 – Voluntary Work 

All offices or functions, reported in the above articles,  are performed as voluntary work; only costs previously authorised can be refunded.

Article 31 – District and Area Assemblies and Congresses

The International President, or his delegate, has the right to take part in all Assemblies and have the right to speak.

1. Ordinary Assemblies 

1.1 The Ordinary Assemblies of the District or Area are called and convened by the District President and Governor, respectively, upon communication to the General Secretariat, in the first three months of every year, with written notice forwarded at least 20 days prior to the Assembly, together with the reports and documents referred to in the enclosed agenda. They are  presided over by the District President or Governor, respectively, who fix time and method of intervention, subject to the procedures set forth in the District and Area Regulations.

1.2 At the opening session the Assembly appoints by show of hands and a simple majority, a Vice Chairman and a Secretary  and, in case of an Elective Assembly, an electoral commission, comprising three members, to check the validity of the votes and the election results.
2. Extraordinary Assemblies 

2.1 The Extraordinary Assemblies are called and convened by the District President and Governor, respectively, according to the procedures described in art 11 of these Regulations, to discuss urgent topics and problems, relating to local activities, or following a motivated request, underwritten by at least 1/3 of local Clubs with voting right. It is also called by the President’s Committee and convened by the International President in the cases provided for in art 28 of these Regulations.

2.2 Club Presidents, or their delegates, or Area Governors, if any, attend the Assembly. Where the President is unable to attend, a delegate appointed by the Managing Committee, or exceptionally a Club member, attends the Assembly. Club Secretaries can also attend the Assembly and have the right to speak, only in case of absence of the President or his delegate, as well as all the other people provided for in the District or Area Regulations.

2.3 For an Ordinary or Extraordinary Assembly to be valid at the first summons, half plus one of the Clubs of the District must be present, while at the second summons the Assembly is valid irrespective of the number of Clubs that are present. The Assembly decides with a majority of the validly expressed votes. 

The extraordinary Assembly deciding on changes in the District or Area Regulations, is validly held, both in first and second summons, when at least 2/3 of Clubs with voting rights are present. 

3. District and Area Congresses

District and Area Congresses are convened and chaired by the President and the Governor respectively and, where possible, they are held every two years or at least once in the four year period, to discuss topics of sporting, social and cultural interest, with particular reference to the situation as it stands in the specific territory. The date and the topics, essentially of panathletic interest, are to be agreed with the District Scientific-Cultural Commission, if any. All panathletes can attend the Congresses. 

Title VI – Disputes – Guaranties – Appeals - Sanctions

Article  32 – Measures against Club Members - Procedures

1. The Managing Committee of the Club applies the following sanctions against a defaulting member or a member who has infringed the Constitution or Regulations, according to the nature and seriousness of the act under dispute:

a) 
warning;

b) 
up to one year’s suspension from club activities;

c) 
forfeiture of rights;

d) 
striking off.

2. The adoption of the above measures shall be preceded by the following procedure:

a) the President urges, in writing, the defaulting member to fulfil all his statutory obligations. 

b) If the member does not fulfil his obligations or justify his/her behaviour within 15 days, the President shall send a confidential, written reprimand, inviting the defaulting member to fulfil his obligations. If after 30 days the member has not fulfilled his obligations, the situation is submitted to the Managing Committee, at its next practicable meeting.;

c) After ascertaining  that the grounds are justified for applying sanctions, by the motivated decision of a simple majority of its members, the Managing Committee adopts the applicable sanctions.

d) The President notifies the sanctions in writing to the member within the following 10 days;

e) The same procedure is applied for striking off, as well as for other measures, except that a majority of at least three quarters  of the Managing Committee members is needed to approve striking off;

f) The Club Secretary shall notify the names of its members who have been sanctioned, or who have lost their rights or have been struck off following a final, unappealable decision, within 15 days, to the Area Governor, to the competent District President and to P.I. General Secretariat. The latter shall register such notifications.
g) Members whose names have been struck off in one Club cannot be readmitted, not even in another Club.

Article  33 – Measures against Members belonging to National and International Bodies - Procedures
1. In case of severe default or infringement of regulations and statutory obligations by a member of the National and International Bodies, the Chairman of the Body to which the defaulting member belongs, notifies in writing the infringement to the defaulting member, granting him 30 days  to fulfil his obligations and/or for  counter declarations.

2. Should the member concerned eliminate the notified causes, he may resume his office. If he does not eliminate such causes, the Chairman of the Body concerned strikes him off, giving reasons.

3. In case of District President or Area Governor severe default or infringement of obligations, referred to in paragraphs 1 and 2 of this article, the procedure for striking off is decided, with the same procedure as in the previous paragraphs, by the President’s Committee.

Article  34 – Appeals
1. Appeals by Club Members 

1.1 Appeal by Members against Disciplinary Measures

Members can appeal for the measures adopted against them by the Club Managing Committee, according to the procedures set forth in art. 35, to the Club Arbitration Board in the first instance, to the Area and/or District Arbitration Board in the second instance, and to P.I. Constitution and Arbitration Board (C.A.B.) in the third instance, if interested.

1.2 Appeal by Members against Assembly Resolutions passed by their Club 

1.2.1 In case of assembly resolutions vitiated by infringement of the Constitution or of the Regulations, passed by their Club, Members may appeal to the Area and/or District Arbitration Board in the first instance and to P.I. Constitution and Arbitration Board (C.A.B) in the second instance.

1.2.2 Similarly, the Club Managing Committee may appeal, according to the procedures set forth in art. 35 of the Regulations, to P.I. Constitution and Arbitration Board (C.A.B.) in a single instance, in case of measures taken against it, if interested.
1.3 Appeal against the Behaviour of other Club Members infringing the Association’s Principles

1.3.1 An offended Member can appeal against the Member or Members who infringed, with their behaviour, any principle referred to in art. 4.3  of the Statute, according to the procedures set forth in art. 35, to the Club Arbitration Board in the first instance, to the Area and/or District Arbitration Board in the second instance, and to P.I. Constitution and Arbitration Board (C.A.B.) in the third instance.

1.3.2 Similarly, according to the procedure set forth in art. 34, the counterpart may appeal to the Area and/or District Arbitration Board in the first instance and to P.I. Constitution and Arbitration Board (C.A.B) in the second instance, if interested. 

1.3.3 In all the cases listed above, the members of Clubs belonging to a Supranational District shall appeal to the Club Arbitration Board in the first instance, and to P.I. Constitution and Arbitration Board (C.A.B.) in the second and final instance.

2. Appeals by Clubs 

2.1 Appeals by Clubs against disciplinary measures

2.1.1 The Club Managing Committee may appeal against the measures adopted by the Area Governor, in compliance with art. 28  of these Regulations, according to the procedures set forth in art. 35, to the Area and/or District Arbitration Board in the first instance and to P.I. Constitution and Arbitration Board (C.A.B.) in the second instance.

2.1.2 The Club Managing Committee may appeal against the measures adopted by the International President, in compliance with art. 19  of these Regulations, according to the procedures set forth in art. 35, to P.I. Constitution and Arbitration Board (C.A.B.) in a single instance.

2.2 Appeals by Clubs against Area, District and General Assembly Resolutions 

2.2.1 In case of Area and/or District Assembly resolutions vitiated by infringement of the Constitution or of the Regulations, the Club Managing Committee may appeal, according to the procedures set forth in art. 35, to the Area and/or District Arbitration Board  in the first instance and to P.I. Constitution and Arbitration Board (C.A.B.) in the second instance.
2.2.2 Similarly, in observance of the above procedures, the Area Governor or the District President may appeal to P.I. Constitution and Arbitration Board (C.A.B.), in case of measures taken against him by the competent Arbitration Board.

2.2.3 In case of General Assembly resolutions vitiated by infringement of the Constitution or of the Regulations, the Club Managing Committee may appeal, according to the above procedures, to P.I. Constitution and Arbitration Board (C.A.B.) in a single instance.

2.2.4 In all cases, appeals by Clubs shall be substantiated by the minutes of the Managing Committee meeting showing that the decision to appeal was made on a absolute majority vote of the Elected Members. 

3. Appeals by Members of International Bodies

The Member of an ‘International Body’ may appeal against the measures referred to in art. 32 of these Regulations, according to the procedures set forth in art.  34  of P.I. Constitution and Arbitration Board (C.A.B.) in a single instance.

Article  35 – Guarantee System – Procedures and Sanctions 
1. Procedures
1.1 Appeals have to be sent to the competent Constitution and Arbitration Board and notified to the counterpart concerned within 10 days from filing such claim or from notifying the behaviour against which one intends to appeal. 

Club, Area and/or District Arbitration Boards decide within 30 days from receipt of appeal and notify the integral text of their decision to the party concerned within the following 20 days. An appeal can be made against such decision to P.I. Constitution and Arbitration Board (C.A.B.) within 15 days from receipt of the disputed provision. 

The decision of P.I. Constitution and Arbitration Board (C.A.B.) is final and will be made within 40 days from receipt of the appeal and notified to the interested parties within 30 days from adoption. 

1.2 The period for the decision-making process of the Boards can only be interrupted once if the deciding Board requests written clarifications or documents from the interested party.

2. Sanctions 

2.1 In case of  a Club’s severe default in fulfilling the obligations set forth in the Constitution and in the Regulations, as well as more than 6 months delay in the payment of P.I. membership fee, or of the District or Area contributions fixed in these Regulations, the  parties in charge of control shall urge in writing  the Club President to immediately fulfil all obligations set forth in the Statute and in the Regulations. 

If after 30 days such obligations have not been fulfilled, the competent Body shall formally caution the Club President in writing, granting him another 30 days to fulfil his obligations. 

If after such period the obligations have not been fulfilled, according to the gravity of the situation, one of the following measures shall be adopted:  

a) 
formal caution;

b) 
dissolution of the Managing Committee and consequent extraordinary management, through the appointment of a commissioner by the Area Governor or by the District President;

2.2 The measure to dissolve the Club Managing Committee can be officially adopted by the International President, based on indications received from the General Secretariat, and after hearing the Area Governor and/or the District President;

2.3 In fulfilling the above functions, the Area Governor and/or the District President, or their Delegates,  can only perform ordinary administrative functions and may avail themselves of collaborators, preferably chosen from among the members of the same Club.

2.4 Within three months, extendible, in exceptional circumstances, for a further three months, the Area Governor and/or the District President will call the Club Assembly to elect the President and the Managing Committee.
Title VII  - Offices and Functions 

Article 36 - Secretary General

1. The Secretary General is appointed by the International Board upon proposal by the International President and exercises the functions as laid down in art. 22 of the Statute.

2. The Secretary General, besides the tasks laid down in art. 22 of the Statute:

a) 
superintends, as instructed by the International President, the organisation and management of the General Secretariat offices and any peripheral administrative offices;

b) 
assists the President in all constitutional obligations and in adopting all provisions;

c) 
enters into, extends, modifies or terminates labour contracts in compliance with the applicable, local law;

d) verifies fulfilment of administrative obligations of Clubs in order to propose to International Bodies measures to be taken;

e) verifies fulfilment of constitutional, administrative and regulation obligations of Areas and Districts in order to propose to International Bodies measures to be taken;

f) assists the President or the International Board Member in the Assemblies in which they participate;

g) ensures regularity of reports, communications, measures, initiatives, applications and requests of Clubs, Areas and Districts and deals with resultant obligations falling within the competence of P. I.;

h) provides assistance to District Presidents and Area Governors, if requested, when they prepare their seminars.

Article 37 - Treasurer

1. The Treasurer is appointed by the International Board, following proposal by the International President, for the four-year period of his mandate and exercises the following functions:

a) 
takes part in the meetings of the International Board and of the President’s Committee without voting rights, unless he is a Member of the International Board;

b) 
formulates and timely sends to the Secretary General and to the International President any comments on the management;

c) 
expresses its opinion on planned costs;

d) 
presides over P.I. financial management;

e) 
draws up and underwrites:


- the annual and biennial draft financial report;


- the draft budget for the following year;


- the draft balance sheet for the previous year.

Title VIII – Final Provisions 

Article 38 - P.I. Official Communication Organs

1. The Magazine  and the Site www.panathlon.net  are currently P.I. official communication organs. "Panathlon International" Magazine and the Site www.panathlon.net, can be sold only by decision of the General Assembly. 

2. The International Board is the institutional body authorised to determine guidelines and objectives for the contents of the Official Communication Organs, in relation to the aims of P. I., after hearing the opinion of the Scientific-Cultural Commission.

3. The International President in office is the legal representative and Editor-in-Chief of P.I. Official Communication Organs.

4. The International Board appoints the Executive Editor of the Magazine, chosen where possible from among journalists who are panathletes.

5. The membership fee of individual Club members, set forth in art. 4. of Panathlon International Statute, includes the yearly subscription fee to Panathlon International official magazine and provides access to the Site www.panathlon.net.

Article 39 – Sports Categories

Annex 1 to these Regulations, which includes the list of Member sports categories, is an integral part of these Regulations. The list of categories shall be updated following the decision of the International Board.

Article 40 - Enforcement of Resolutions

1. The General Secretariat shall send copy of the resolutions passed by the International Board and by the President’s Committee to participants attending the related meetings. If within 15 days from receipt of the resolutions no written proposal of adjustment or amendment reaches the General Secretariat, the resolutions are considered to be final and come into force on the following day. In case of request to make adjustments or amendments, if the competent body (International Board or President’s Committee) approves such request, copy of the adjusted or amended resolutions shall be sent to all participants. The resolutions are considered to be final and come into force if no new changes or amendments have been requested after 15 days from the time they were sent. The General Secretariat shall communicate the final text of the resolutions to all parties concerned, with copy to the District Presidents and Area Governors. 
2. The resolutions passed by P.I. Assemblies and Bodies, as well as those passed by club and district assemblies and bodies, come into force on the date fixed by the International Board, except as otherwise stated in the Statute or in the Regulations.

Article 41 - Enforcement of the Regulations

These Regulations will come into force the day after they are approved by the International Board.

ENCLOSURE N° 2

“Junior Panathlon ” Experimental Project - Regulations

Art.1- STRUCTURAL OBJECTIVES 

1.
Panathlon International in pursuing expansion and favouring the development of Panathlon’s values among young people, approved the idea of  - experimentally – allowing young people to organise themselves into Clubs, therefore providing new lymph to existing P.I. Clubs. 

2.
The "junior" project aims at producing a generational turnover and different awareness on issues, expectations and hopes coming from schools, public institutions, sports associations and from new technological instruments; in short,  from a different culture, towards which there must be a concrete, realistic, communicative, convincing approach, accepting obviously experiences and suggestions from "senior" panathletes, while acting in full autonomy. 

Art.2- FORMATION - DENOMINATION

1. 
P.I. clubs can experimentally form for the years 2009, 2010, 2011, 2012, Junior Clubs (JP) under their own  responsibility  with regard to the compatibility of aims and behaviour.


The JP Club is formed by a minimum of 7 people (m/f) aged between 18 and 32 years without distinction of race, culture, political and religious creed.

2. 
The formation and denomination is necessarily agreed upon by the applicant members of the JP Club and the Managing Committee of the ‘sponsoring’ Club, and shall be approved by the latter’s Club Assembly, ratified by  P.I. and notified to the District President and, in the countries divided into Areas, to the District President and to the Area Governor. 

Art.3 – LOCAL AREA – HEADQUARTERS 
The local area covered by the JP Club shall coincide with the administrative area of the ‘sponsoring’  Panathlon Club. Only when a JP Club is in a District or Country where there is no Panathlon Club, it may have a ‘sponsoring’ Club in another Country. 

Art.4- AIMS AND FUNCTIONS
The aim of JP is the achievement and diffusion of the sporting ideal and the establishment of cultural and moral values in conformity with the aims of P.I. and of the ‘sponsoring’ Club. 
The JP shall focus in particular on actions aimed at favouring: 

a) 
the promotion of studies and research on sports issues  and on its relations with society, besides sports education of young people, in collaboration with schools, universities and other cultural institutions; 

b) 
the development of sporting and cultural activities in schools; 

c) 
the establishment of permanent contacts with public ,national or local institutions: with sports managers, with directors and sports associations; 

d) 
initiatives aimed at protecting disability, promoting non-violence education, preventing drug addiction, as well as the rehabilitation of its victims, and at dissuading from doping. 

Art.5- JP CLUB BODIES 

The following are the JP Club bodies: 
· the Assembly; 

· the President; 

· the Managing Committee, consisting of at least three members. 

Art.6- CLUB ACTIVITY 

1. 
The JP Club autonomously fixes its number and procedure for calling meetings with the intent to enhance its own sports culture while defining the actions to be carried out outside the club, by organising conferences, round tables, seminars and performing at least one service every year. 

2. 
The JP Club President shall send every year (within the first quarter) one report on its activity and the related documentation to the President of the ‘sponsoring’ Club, with copy to P.I. G.S. 

3. 
The JP Club member can take part in the meetings held by the ‘sponsoring’ Club, by giving advance notice and bearing all related costs. 

4. 
JP Club members can take part in P.I. Assemblies and Congresses  with the right to speak but not to vote. 

Art.7- MEMBERSHIP FEE 

1. 
The JP Club shall pay a lump-sum, yearly fee of 70.00 euros to the District President or, in the Countries divided into Areas, to the Area Governor, who shall notify the G.S., respectively, within 30 days from said payment. 

2. 
Upon payment of such fee, the Club is enrolled in the list of JPs, held by P.I. G.S. and members shall receive the Magazine free of charge and will have access to P.I. website. 

3. 
JP Clubs may request books, publications and booklets on P.I. activity free of charge, by bearing only shipping costs. 

Art.8- MEMBERS’ RIGHTS AND DUTIES 

When JP members reach the age of 32, they can ask to automatically become Ordinary Members of the ‘sponsoring’ Club, by submitting a sports curriculum, highlighting the activity performed within JP as a training credit.

If JP members wish to form a new P.I. Club, they shall follow the procedures set out in P.I. Statute and Regulations. Activities performed as JP shall be used as credentials when submitting the application to form a new Club.

Art.9- CLUB DISSOLUTION 
The JP Club can be dissolved by its members, by simple majority, or by the ‘sponsoring’ Club due to inactivity or due to serious disciplinary reasons. 

Art.10- FINAL PROVISIONS 

1. 
For any other provision, not explicitly reported in these Regulations, reference shall be made to the provisions of P.I. Statute and Regulations.

2. 
P.I. shall define the logo and symbols identifying JP.

3.
The Scientific-Cultural Commission shall select the material of interest for JPs, that shall be sent to these Clubs free of charge in order to motivate and favour their activity.
